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Chadsgrove Training School

Iain draws upon over 35 years experience of working with children and young adults with autism spectrum disorders, ranging from those with complex learning difficulties and disabilities to those studying for GCSE examinations. He has worked in schools, residential settings, and has been leading training for professionals and parents for more than 15 years, alongside consultancy work, university lecturing and contributing to texts and online materials.


The autism spectrum encompasses complex neurobiological differences, and nearly three-quarters of children with autism spectrum disorder (ASD) also have an additional diagnosis, whilst others are identified as displaying the characteristics of sub profiles such as Pathological Demand Avoidance (PDA). This session will explore the interaction of dual diagnoses and the nature of Pathological Demand Avoidance, focusing on their impact on communication, relationships, education, and behaviour, and how to enable pupils to take an active part in their education through identifying the means to effective support
