Their roles are 
varied but consist of supporting teaching activities in the classroom and assisting with the changing 
and personal care requirements of some of the children.  The work can often involve lifting pupils and 
candidates need to be physically fit and capable of working co-operatively within a multi-disciplinary 
team.  It is essential that candidates are adaptable with a good sense of humour and have an ability to 
empathise and work positively with the pupils’ individual needs. 
 
Previous experience of working with physically disabled children would be an advantage but it is not 
essential, as training will be given.   
 
The post will involve working in class situations with other teaching assistants/learning & support 
assistants.  Some of the work will concentrate on supporting individual children in those classes to 
enable them to access the school curriculum fully.  It is essential that you are willing to be trained to 
administer medication if necessary.
