The 19-25 ‘Education Learning Centre’ provision is the first of its kind in Worcestershire and will provide outstanding 
education and care for some of our most vulnerable young people. Catherine Driscoll (Director of Children, Families 

and Community – Worcestershire County Council) opened the Centre and was joined by families, Worcestershire 
County Council staff, staff from the school, Governors and key people instrumental in getting the provision in place.  
 

A time capsule was buried on the new build site under a sundial and contained something momentous from every 

class. I also put in a photograph of the 3 Headteachers who have led the school over the last 40 years, David             
Nicholas between 1976-1990, Richard Aust between 1990-2009 and myself, Headteacher since 2009.  
 

We would like to thank all who have been involved in both the new 19-25 provision and the building of the 2 new 

classrooms, both buildings are a wonderful addition to the school and will enable us to continue to provide          
outstanding education and care to all our pupils and young people. 
 

I would like to say a huge thank you to you all for your amazing support and generosity 

over the year; it is much appreciated. Thank you too, on behalf of the staff, for all the 
gifts and cards that have been sent into school.
