Please find below a selection of activities to do over the next couple of weeks.  
Please dip in and out of the activities and only do them when you can find time in your daily routine.  
You do not have to do all of the activities!

Remember, a brother or sister can help too, it doesn’t always have to be the grown up!

Activities
1. Read / listen to the story on YouTube. 
2. Read the 3 poems from the story to your child (see below) and see if they can guess the sea creature.  Complete the sheets if you have access to a printer.  If not you could do the same activity and record what your child says on a piece of paper, or back of a cereal packet. 
3. Create a new fish or sea creature and label it.  You may want to do more than one.  This can be 3D if you want.  Take a photo!
4. Use the internet to create a fact file about a sea creature of your child’s choice.  Find the food they eat, their full name, which ocean they live in etc. 
5. Don’t forget to encourage your child to read listen to their favourite book or listen to a story from the school website.
6. Watch Mr Thorne’s Phonics with Geraldine the giraffe on YouTube.  Look at first sounds, e.g. s, a, t, m, etc. Your child knows which ones they have done!  The children love to watch Geraldine get up to mischief so any clips they watch will reinforce previous learning.
7. Write/draw your own story about a sea creature. Use the word mat below to help.  Someone can help you write it!
